Let me tell you something, your tie is my tie.
Did you design it?

| didn't design it. Hoh Fuk Tong didn’t have a tie. One
day, the first headmaster Mr. Ernest Wu, looked at my
tie and said, ‘Wow! That would make a good school
tie. Give it to me! | need it!" He had the material copied
and took it to the manufacturer, then my tie became the
school tie. And when | went to Ming Yin, | just changed
the colour from red to green. But | am not sure if it is
the same now. Also with Ming Kei, | changed the colour
again.

Really?
Yes.

This year is our school’s 50th Anniversary, how do you
feel?

Very special for me, because | was the first day teacher
here. On the very first day there were 9 teachers and |
was one of them. And | think there are only two who are
still alive today.
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| think it is an important day for you?

Yes! So | feel like | must come back to school. Because
it is sometimes not easy that we still have the first day
teacher being alive 50 years later. But | was quite
young, about 24 or 25 when | came here. Unfortunate-
ly, the other one who is still alive is crippled and can't
come, so | am the only first day teacher here today.
Soon after some teachers came, like Mrs. Mary Paul
came here a few months later. She stayed for a longer
time. | only stayed for 2 years because CCC asked me
to become the headmaster of Ming Yin. So | was the
first headmaster of Ming Yin. That's why | only stayed
here for two years.

You have been a former warden, can you share with us
some good memories?

This morning | talked to two hostel boys, they remind-
ed me something special happened in the past. The
hostel boys were scared by the ghost story about two
Chinese women being drowned by Japanese soldiers.
They were so frightened at night that they would get
out of bed and sleep with another boy in the hostel. So
| punished the boy for half an hour cleaning the school
but it still didn't work. Then | punished another boy who
slept with the other. | told them, ‘Hey if you see a ghost,
please tell me as | have never seen it before.” And they
replied, ‘You should not be afraid of ghosts, as you are
a “ghost "too.” After that, most of the boys improved
but there was one student who was very terrified. One
night he came to my room, the warden’s room and
asked to sleep with me. He was really so frightened
that | let him sleep on the floor beside my bed. Three
weeks later he quit and left because he was so sure
there was a ghost right there and gave up the hostel.
That is one of my stories in Hoh Fuk Tong.

Do you have any future expectation of our school?

At that time when Hoh Fuk Tong started, it was the
only school in this area. It has a longer history than any
other schools in Tuen Mun. Hoh Fuk Tong is the oldest.
Because it has long history, it will also set the standard
of education in the New Territories and be an example
to other schools.
